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1. Volume 1 page 10. God loves us.

That was the end of the third day of Creation. God looked at everything
He had made and decided that it was all very good—just the way He
liked it. It was perfect in every way. He has all the power in the universe,
so He is always perfect in everything He does. He made it that way
because He loves us so much. We are very blessed indeed!

2. Volume 1 page 32. First promise of the Redeemer

“Someday heaven will send a Redeemer to pay the price for the sins of
Adam and Eve. This Savior will deliver the whole world from your evil
curse. And those who accept the sacrifice of God’s Son and call on Him
will be saved.”

The saddest chapter of earth’s story had now begun. God the Son had
created Adam and Eve, and now He was making a promise to them that
He would one day come to this world as a human being. He would be
born in a manger, would live among them, and then would die for their
sins. This would be the only way He could bring them back to live in
their garden home again.”

3. Volume 1 page 36 Disobedience- Choosing God

“Disobedience always leads to sorrow and sadness. Many times the
results are much worse then we ever dreamed possible. God’s plan is
always best and leads to happiness. You can choose to start on this way
of happiness right now by choosing to follow God’s way today.”

4. Volume 1 page 41. Anyone could be saved- size of ark.

“God told Noah, “Make yourself an ark, or boat, of gopherwood. Make
rooms in the ark, and cover it inside and outside with pitch. The length



of the ark shall be 300 cubits, its width 50 cubits, and its height 30
cubits.” A cubit is approximately 18 inches, so that means the ark was
approximately 450 feet long, 75 feet wide, and 45 feet high. Wow! That
is a really big boat!

Why such a huge boat? Because God wanted anyone who believed in
Him and wanted to be saved from the flood to have a chance to get on
board the ark and be safe.”

5. Volume 1 page 48. The rainbow promise.

“They bowed their heads in prayer to thank God for His care and
protection during the long months of the flood. As their prayer ended,
they all looked up and saw an amazing sight. Stretched above them over
the ark was a beautiful rainbow in the clouds. The first one ever!

And this wasn'’t just any rainbow! It was much more than that! It was a
promise from God that the whole world would never again be destroyed
by a flood. So every time we see a rainbow, it is a reminder of our loving
Savior, who always keeps His promises. Before starting to build himself
a home, Noah led out in a worship of praise to God.”

6. Volume 1 page 68. Choices
“The Bible warns us to “remember Lot’s wife.” As it was in the days of
Lot, so it will be in the days before Jesus comes again. Like Lot, we have

choices to make as children of God. We must keep our eyes on Jesus and
not on this world.”

7. Volume 1 page 152. Results of willful sin.

“In everything we do for the church, we need to remember that we
serve a holy God. He is a compassionate, loving, righteous God, but if we
willfully do wrong, eventually we will pay a price for our sins.”

8. Volume 1 page 174. Being and Example

“God had planned a wonderful lesson for Israel that would help them
understand the plan of salvation better, but Moses and Aaron had



spoiled it by setting a bad example for them. It is never a good idea for
us to get angry and take things personally when things don’t go right for
us. People are watching our example to see if being a follower of Jesus is
a good idea.
